e SUPPLIES. PLEASE BRING THE FOLLOWING TO THE MEETING:

o Fleece. You need a minimum of 1 yard, which will make 2 baby blankets or 1 adult size blanket. If you

only buy half a yard you will have a piece measuring 58 x18 - not good! One yard can be shared
between 2 people but DO NOT buy half a yard!

o Yarn —worsted weight acrylic — I skein. May use sports weight yarn for a finer finish.
